Starting July 11, 2011

The service allows customers to combine all recyclable materials together in one container and is available to all business and residential customers. 
Until now, Ridgefield businesses and residents using the Ridgefield Recycling Center had to sort their recyclable items into multiple bins – separating paper and cardboard in one bin and plastics, tin and aluminum in another.  With the introduction of single stream recycling, all recyclable materials: plastic, glass, aluminum cans, newspapers, magazines, office papers, phone books, cardboard and junk mail can all be put into a single container.  In addition, the list of acceptable materials will expand to include all plastics # 1 through #7.  “As we all strive to create a cleaner environment, single stream recycling is an easier, quicker way to achieve that goal, encouraging more people to increase their recycling.  One bin does it all” said First Selectman Marconi.
 “With Single Stream Recycling, residents and businesses will no longer have to sort their recyclables” said Scott Tenney, President of Hudson Baylor, the operator of the Recycling Center.  “Single Stream makes recycling easier and more convenient and has proven in many areas across the country to increase the recycling rate between 20 to 30%.
