ENVIRO-TIPS: Ridgefield N2N and you

Last year, Ridgefield was invited to be one of fourteen towns in CT to participate in the “Neighbor to Neighbor Energy Challenge – A Community Energy Savings Project.”  Officially launched on April 27, 2011, the Ridgefield N2N is currently leading the other thirteen towns with 77 residents who have signed up for an HES assessment including Ridgefield First Selectman, Rudy Marconi. The N2N program is administered by a coalition of nine public, private, academic and non-profit organizations led by the Connecticut Clean Energy Fund and is made possible by a $4 million grant from the US Department of Energy. The goal of N2N is to encourage 10% of households to reduce their energy use/consumption by 20%. For Ridgefield, a minimum of 916 residents would need to commit to waste reduction. In an effort to involve residents in a “food chain of sustainable energy usage,” the N2N program includes a comprehensive portfolio of actions, a personalized online platform, performance-based rewards and incentives along with consumer financing. One easy way is to sign up for a home energy assessment provided by Home Energy Solutions where, for $75, you will receive $750 in services designed to save an average of $200/year.
