Did you know that cork is a natural, renewable, recyclable and biodegradable resource? Or that cork is actually the bark of a cork oak tree? Or that approximately 13 billion natural bottle corks are produced each year in the US and Canada?  The Cork Forest Conservation Alliance has led the cork recycling movement since its inception in 2008 in an effort to protect and preserve Mediterranean cork forests through education, and partnerships with communities, businesses and governments. You may be wondering what this global initiative has to do with Ridgefield.  Well, Ridgefield’s Cellar XV Wine Market has partnered with the CFCA in their Cork ReHarvest recycling program to become an official drop-off location for used wine corks.  The partners in Cork ReHarvest work to collect corks before they reach landfills or incinerators so they can be reused and repurposed as paper pulp, floor tiles, fishing bobbers and consumer & industrial products. So, as you sip your favorite white or red this summer, remember to save the cork for drop off at Cellar XV located at 88 Danbury Road.  I have a personal goal to provide enough corks to cover an area the size of a large kitchen with cork floor tiles – one bottle at a time!
